1.   A bill to prevent the re-victimization of child pornography victims by amending Kansas 

law to conform to the federal prohibition on reproducing pornographic child images for 

purposes of criminal discovery.  Representative Brookens moved the request be accepted, 

seconded by Representative Smith and the bill was accepted without objection.  

 

2.   A bill to re-establish the original intent of the lifetime electronic monitoring provision in 

Jessica's Law, clarifying that mandatory post-release lifetime electronic monitoring is part of 

the initial sentence and not left to the discretion of the Prisoner Review Board.
