At this point in Ɵme for the state and country, all steps should be taken to keep 
our sacred voƟng procedures secure.  Johnson County Kansas sent out 400,000 absentee ballot requests 
for the fall 2023 elecƟons.   These requests were sent to both people who did and who did not ask for 
them.  If they did not request them, they were not looking for them in the mail.  This creates a massive 
area that could be fraudulent.  Controls should be in place to not allow this to happen again.  If a voter 
wants to vote absentee, it is the responsibility of the voter to request the absentee ballot.  It is not the 
responsibility of the elecƟon office to send these forms to everyone.  Keep Kansas elecƟons secure.
