(18)	years	or	more.	Every	person	shall	be	required	to	register	as	provided	by	law
before	being	entitled	to	vote.	Registration	and	election	officers	are	hereby	required	to
register	such	persons	as	are	authorized	to	be	registered	under	the	provisions	of	this
act	upon	proper	and	lawful	application	of	any	such	person	to	be	registered.
