38-2242,	and	amendments	thereto,	and	a	temporary	custody	hearing	is	held	as
required	by	K.S.A.	38-2243,	and	amendments	thereto,	a	copy	of	the	petition	shall	be
served	at	the	hearing	on	each	party	and	interested	party	in	attendance	and	a	record
of	service	made	a	part	of	the	proceedings.
