SUBJECT:  School Finance Plan

Attached is a computer printout (SF12-102) based up 2012 Senate Bill 450 which provides for-
an increase in the base state aid per pupil (BSAPP) for the 2012-13 school year of $74.00
($3,780 to $3,854) and an additional $74 for the 2013-14 school year (§3,854 to $3,928). These
increases would cost approximately $50 million each year.

Senate Bill 450 also authorizes local boards of education to increase their supplemental general
fund (local option budget) from 31 to 33 percent in the 2012-13 school year and from 33 to 35
percent in the 2013-14 school year, Any increase in the local option budget above 31 percent is

subject to protest petition. In other words, school districts will be authorized to increase their
local option budget above 31 percent up to two percent per yéar for the next two years.
