It was
seconded by Representative Colloton. Motion carried.

Representative Spalding moved to amend SB 11 regarding only transportation count on SB
11. (Attachment 2) . It was seconded by Representative Osterman. Motion carried.

Representative Spalding moved to pass out SB 11 amended. It was seconded by
Representative Scapa. Motion carried.

HCR 5010 - School finance: equitable distribution of public school funds in the amount and manner

determined by the legislature
