74-2619. Custody of records transferred to office. Except as otherwise provided in this act, the director
of the Kansas water office shall have the legal custody of all records, memoranda, writings, entries, prints,
representations or combinations thereof of any act, transaction, occurrence or event of the Kansas water office and
any agency or offices abolished or transferred under this act.
