2012 Kansas Statutes

75-1124. Filing of certain audit reports; fund payment condition. A copy of each audit report with
recommendations, if any, rendered by any licensed municipal public accountant or certified public accountant upon
the completion of any audits provided for by K.S.A. 10-1208, 12-866, 13-1243, 13-14d12 or 75-1122, and any
amendments to such statutes, shall be filed with the director of accounts and reports within one year after the end
of the audit period of the audit unless an extension of time is granted by the director of accounts and reports. Final
payment to any accountant performing a municipal audit shall not be made until a copy of such report has been so
filed as shown by a statement of the director of accounts and reports.
