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40-244. Representations without complying with code. It shall be unlawful for any person, without

conforming to the provisions of this code, to represent himself or herself to be the agent of any insurance company,
or, as agent, to negotiate, effect or attempt to effect any contracts of insurance, suretyship or indemnity or renewal
thereof within this state.
