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69-102. Same; penalty for serving process, when. Any person who shall knowingly cause or procure any

process issued from a justice's court in a civil suit to be served on that day upon any such person, or who shall serve
any such process made returnable on that day, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall be subject to a fine of one hundred dollars, or imprisonment in the county jail not exceeding thirty days,
or both.
