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72-4450. Definitions. As used in this act:
(a) "Career technical education program" means a program of vocational or technical training or retraining which is
operated at the postsecondary level and is designed to prepare persons for gainful employment.
(b) "Career technical education institution" means any technical college, community college, municipal university, or
any state educational institution which operates one or more career technical education programs.
(c)  "Community college," "institute of technology," "municipal university," "state educational institution," "technical
college," and "state board" have the meanings respectively ascribed thereto in K.S.A. 72-4412, and amendments
thereto.
(d) "Private postsecondary educational institution" and "out-of-state postsecondary educational institution" have the
meanings ascribed thereto in K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 74-32,163, and amendments thereto.
(e) "Program" means the Kansas training information program established by this act.
