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32-974. Private water fishing impoundment; exemptions. The owner or tenant having possession and control of a private water
fishing impoundment and desiring to use it for the propagation or raising of fish for private use or to be sold or used commercially may do
so without securing or holding any state license, permit or stamp and without being limited as to numbers, time or manner of taking fish
from such impoundment.
