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65-1,135. Payment of claims in subsequent fiscal year; limitation. Notwithstanding K.S.A. 75-3731, the director of accounts and
reports shall accept for payment from the secretary of health and environment any duly authorized claim for services provided persons
suffering from hemophilia under the provisions of K.S.A. 65-1,131 to 65-1,134, inclusive, and amendments thereto even though such claim
is not submitted or processed for payment within the fiscal year in which the service is rendered and even though the services were rendered
prior to the effective date of this act, except that no claim filed more than six months after the time of service rendered shall be allowed or
paid.
