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65-2885. Use of title by licensee. No person licensed hereunder shall use a title in connection with such person's name which in any way
represents such person as engaged in the practice of any branch of the healing arts for which such person holds no license. Every licensee,
when using the letters or term "Dr." or "Doctor," shall use the appropriate words or letters to identify such licensee with the particular branch
of the healing arts in which the licensee holds a license.
