2016 Kansas Statutes

76-2125. Kansas juvenile correctional complex; control and use. After conveyance of the legal title to the state of Kansas, the
control of such lands shall be vested in the secretary of social and rehabilitation services for the use and benefit of the youth center at
Topeka. On and after July 1, 1997, the control of such lands shall be vested in the commissioner of juvenile justice for the use and benefit of
the Topeka juvenile correctional facility. On and after July 1, 2008, the control of such land shall be vested in the commissioner of juvenile
justice for the use and benefit of the Kansas juvenile correctional complex.
