Various reports statutorily required to be submitted by KPERS to the Joint
Committee;

Two firefighter-related topics from the 2017-2018 Biennium—the Retirement

System cap for KP&F and tools to address cancer in death and disability benefits
(e.g. the definition of “service connected”); and

In order to fulfill the Joint Committee’s duties and responsibilities, as provided by
KSA 46-2201, monitor, review, and make recommendations regarding the
Retirement System.
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
