(3) To	provide	for	the	retirement	and	pensioning	of	its	officers	and	employees	and	the	widows	and	children
of	the	deceased	officers	and	employees,	and	to	provide	for	paying	benefits	upon	disability	or	death	of	its	officers
and	 employees	 and	 to	 make	 payments	 from	 its	 funds	 to	 provide	 for	 said	 retirements,	 pensions	 and	 death	 or
disability	benefits.
