Upon	the	presentation	to
the	 board	 of	 county	 commissioners	 of	 the	 county	 in	 which	 such	 city	 and	 surrounding	 area	 are	 located,	 of	 a
petition	setting	forth	the	boundaries	of	a	proposed	community	building	district	and	requesting	the	formation	of
such	district,	signed	by	not	less	than	60%	of	the	qualified	electors	of	the	proposed	district,	the	sufficiency	of	such
petition	to	be	determined	by	an	enumeration	taken	and	verified	for	this	purpose	by	the	county	election	officer	of
the	county,	it	shall	be	the	duty	of	the	board	of	county	commissioners	at	its	next	regular	meeting	to	examine	the
petition.

If	the	board	finds	that	the	petition	is	sufficient	and	regular	and	in	due	form	and	as	herein	provided,	the	board

shall	have	perpetual	succession;	shall	have	a	seal,	and	may	sue	and	be	sued	in	its	corporate	name.
