If	the	court	finds	that	it	is	proper
for	the	document	to	be	executed	and	that	the	person	required	to	execute	the	document	has	failed	or	refused	to	do
so,	the	court	shall	order	the	secretary	of	state	to	record	an	appropriate	document.
This	section	shall	take	effect	on	and	after	January	1,	2015.
