Such	affidavit	shall	state	the	place	of	residence	of	the	voter,	his
post	office	or	mailing	address	at	the	time	of	election,	that	he	has	not	voted	by	any	other	form	of	absentee	ballot	at
such	election,	that	he	personally	has	marked	the	ballot,	placed	it	in	the	ballot	envelope	and	sealed	the	envelope,
and	that	no	other	person	placed	any	mark	upon	said	ballot.
