44-769. Annual report on investigations on misclassification of employees. On or before January 31 of
each year, the secretary shall transmit annually to the standing committee on commerce of the senate and the
standing committee on commerce and economic development of the house of representatives or any successor
committee, a report, based on information received or developed by the department of labor concerning
misclassification of employees and any investigations related thereto. Such report shall contain the following
information for the preceding calendar year:
