(c) notice	that	it	will	make	available,	upon	request	of	any	proprietor,	at	the	sole	expense	of	the	proprietor,

the	most	currently	available	 list	of	 the	copyrighted	musical	works	 in	 the	performing	rights	 society's	 repertory,
provided	 the	 notice	 shall	 include	 a	 toll-free	 telephone	 number	 and	 shall	 specify	 the	 means	 by	 which	 such
information	may	be	secured.
