(d) the	 names	 and	 addresses	 of	 the	 beneficiaries	 and	 which	 of	 them	 are	 minors	 or	 adjudged	 disabled

persons;
(e) proposed	distributions;
(f) the	payment	of	expenses,	commissions	and	attorney	fees;	and
(g) such	other	facts	as	the	court	may	require.
