The	religious
liberty	 interest	 protected	 by	 this	 act	 is	 an	 independent	 liberty	 that	 occupies	 a	 preferred	 position,	 and	 no
encroachments	 upon	 this	 liberty	 shall	 be	 permitted,	 whether	 direct	 or	 indirect,	 unless	 required	 by	 clear	 and
compelling	governmental	interests	of	the	highest	order.
