75-712h. Director authorized to adopt rules and regulations for preliminary screening devices for
testing of saliva for law enforcement purposes. The director of the Kansas bureau of investigation is
authorized to adopt rules and regulations establishing: (a) Criteria for preliminary screening devices for testing of
saliva for law enforcement purposes, based on health and performance considerations; and (b) a list of
preliminary screening devices which are approved for testing of saliva for law enforcement purposes and which
law enforcement agencies may purchase and train officers to use as aids in determining probable cause to arrest
and grounds for requiring testing pursuant to K.S.A. 8-1001, and amendments thereto.
