2007d;

(b) the	city,	or	its	designated	agent,	shall	be	liable	for	any	damage	to	any	state-owned	property	or	injury	to
any	persons;	and

(c) the	state	shall	reserve	the	right	to	enter	the	premises	and	excavate	any	area	of	historical	significance	on
the	property	leased.
