If
any	real	estate	on	which	the	taxes	shall	not	have	been	paid	has	been	advertised	as	provided	by	law,	and	has	not
been	sold	to	the	county	by	reason	of	any	injunction	or	judicial	proceeding,	after	such	injunction	shall	have	been
dissolved	 it	 shall	 only	 be	 necessary	 for	 the	 county	 treasurer	 to	 cause	 to	 be	 published	 in	 some	 newspaper	 of
general	 circulation	 in	 his	 or	 her	 county	 a	 notice	 stating	 that	 such	 real	 estate	 was	 not	 sold,	 by	 reason	 of	 such
injunction;	and	such	real	estate	shall	be	sold	to	the	county	at	such	time	and	place	as	shall	therein	be	specified,
which	 time	shall	not	be	 less	 than	ten	days	 from	the	date	of	publication,	said	sale	 to	be	conducted	 in	 the	same
manner	as	herein	provided	for	the	sale	of	other	real	estate	for	delinquent	taxes.
