22-2612. Crime	commenced	outside	the	state	or	by	agent.	If	a	crime	commenced	outside
this	state	is	consummated	within	this	state,	or	if	a	person	outside	this	state	commits
or	consummates	a	crime	by	an	agent	or	means	within	this	state,	the	prosecution	shall
be	in	the	county	where	the	crime	was	consummated.
