appropriate	employer	and	employee	contributions,	and	shall	be	entitled	to	receive
participating	service	credit	for	employment	with	said	participating	employer,	from
said	date	of	membership.	Upon	attainment	of	membership	by	the	provisions	of	this
act,	such	employee	shall	receive	prior	service	credit	for	all	service	from	July,	1949
until	July,	1959.
