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75-3122. Supreme court employees; compensation. The supreme court is hereby
authorized to appoint two bailiffs, each of whom shall receive an annual salary to be
fixed by the court. Each justice of the supreme court is hereby authorized to appoint a
law research clerk and a secretary who shall each receive an annual salary fixed by
the court. The annual salary of each secretary shall be fixed by the supreme court
within the limitations of appropriations made therefor. The compensation of all
persons appointed under this section shall be fixed by the supreme court in
accordance with the pay plan established under K.S.A. 20-161.
