2020 Kansas Statutes

75-5035. Coordinated public transportation assistance fund established; funding. (a) There is
hereby established in the state treasury the coordinated public transportation
assistance fund. Any expenditures from the fund shall be for the coordinated
development, improvement or maintenance of transportation systems for elderly
persons, persons with disabilities or the general public under this act and shall be
made in accordance with appropriation acts upon warrants of the director of accounts
and reports issued pursuant to vouchers approved by the secretary of transportation
or by a person designated by the secretary.

(b) (1) On July 1, 1999, and each July 1 thereafter through July 1, 2012, the director
of accounts and reports shall transfer $6,000,000 from the state highway fund to the
coordinated public transportation assistance fund.

(2) OnJuly 1, 2013, and each July 1 thereafter, the director of accounts and reports
shall transfer $11,000,000 from the state highway fund to the coordinated public
transportation assistance fund. The secretary is hereby authorized to transfer
additional moneys to the coordinated public transportation assistance fund from the
state highway fund and moneys from the coordinated public transportation assistance
fund to the state highway fund. In no event shall the amount remaining in the fund
and the amount spent or dedicated for grants or projects for public transportation in
each fiscal year fall below $11,000,000.
