Subject: HB 2237 - Extending the eligible time period for the rural opportunity zone 

loan repayment program and income tax credit. 

 
 House Bill No. 2237 extends the eligible time period for the rural opportunity zone 

(ROZ) loan repayment program and the income tax credit for individuals who establish domicile 

in a rural opportunity zone by two years. Under current law, the ROZ program will end after 

June 30, 2021. Under the bill, the program will continue through June 30, 2023, and the tax 

credit will be extended through tax year 2023.
