It appears this bill takes things 

that are currently handled by process inside the district and makes them a court battle. This 

would take resources away from the classroom and direct them to the courtroom. It also 

appears that this law would run in conflict to several other laws currently on the books, such as 
K.S.A. 38-2209 (concerning child abuse and child in need of care reporting), and contradicts present 

KOMA guidance about discussing individual non-elected personnel in open session of a board meeting. 

All of which opens our local boards up for more litigation regardless of the local boards actions.
