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Nothing in this section shall be construed to: 
(1) Affect the validity of a franchise agreement or contract ordinance with a public utility so long as the franchise agreement or contract ordinance was agreed to by the public utility;
(2) impair the right of any municipality to manage and control commercial or residential property in which such political subdivision has an ownership interest; and
(3) impair the right of any owner of privately-owned property to enter into a voluntary agreement with a municipality to agree to requirements that would prohibit or restrict, or have the effect of substantially restricting, an end use customer's use of a public utility in return for grants or incentives provided by the municipality to the owner of privately-owned property.
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
