I have talked to some that are surrounded by these turbines and they tell me the daily shadow
effect and the noise is enough to drive a person crazy.

Many times landowners are not informed by the wind companies of what will REALLY happen with
their land, after they sign that contract.

My husband talks regularly with a heavy hauler who moves the cranes for the wind compaies that
are needed to put up the turbines. He talks of whole road beds being ruined with their heavy
equipment, and that many counties are upset that the roads are not being put back the way the
wind company promised! He also mentions how much they tear up laamndowner land, and those
turbines go where they want them, not the landowner.
