(d) No	action	shall	be	commenced	or	prosecuted	against	any	individual	for	a	violation	of
any	ordinance,	resolution	or	regulation	that	is	prohibited	by	either	subsection	(a)	or	(b)	and
which	was	adopted	prior	to	July	1,	2014,	if	such	violation	occurred	on	or	after	July	1,	2013.
(e) As	used	in	this	section:
(1) "Knife"	means	a	cutting	instrument	and	includes	a	sharpened	or	pointed	blade.
(2) "Municipality"	has	the	same	meaning	as	defined	in	K.S.A.	75-6102,	and	amendments
thereto,	but	shall	not	include	unified	school	districts,	jails,	as	defined	in	K.S.A.	38-2302,	and
amendments	thereto,	or	juvenile	correctional	facilities,	as	defined	in	K.S.A.	38-2302,	and
amendments	thereto.
