tax	period.	The	report	shall	be	filed	on	or	before	the	15th	day	of	the	sixth	month	following
the	close	of	the	tax	year	of	the	electric	cooperative.

(1) The	name	of	the	cooperative;
(2) the	location	of	the	principal	office	of	the	cooperative;

(5) the	change	or	changes,	if	any,	in	the	particulars	made	since	the	last	annual	report.
(b) The	annual	report	shall	be	dated,	signed	by	the	president,	vice-president	or	secretary	of
the	cooperative	under	penalty	of	perjury	and	forwarded	to	the	secretary	of	state.	At	the	time
of	filing	such	annual	report,	the	cooperative	shall	pay	an	annual	report	fee	in	an	amount
equal	to	$40.
