court	of	this	state	to	be	unconstitutional	and	void,	the	board	of	county	commissioners	of	any
such	county	shall,	nevertheless,	have	power	and	authority	to	entertain	a	claim	for	such
services	or	materials	and	allow	and	pay	fair	and	reasonable	compensation	therefor.
