(b) All	petition	circulators,	whether	residents	or	nonresidents	of	the	state	of	Kansas,	are
required	to	agree	to	submit	to	the	jurisdiction	of	the	state,	including	its	agencies,	political
subdivisions	and	election	officials,	for	purposes	of	subpoena	enforcement	regarding	the
integrity	and	reliability	of	the	petition	process.
