3403(l),	and	amendments	thereto,	at	the	time	of	the	incident	giving	rise	to	a	claim.
(b) The	aggregate	fund	liability	for	all	judgments	and	settlements	arising	from	all	claims
made	in	any	fiscal	year	against	a	resident	or	nonresident	inactive	healthcare	provider	shall
not	exceed	$3,000,000	in	any	fiscal	year.
For	all	claims	made	for	incidents	occurring	on	or	after	January	1,	2022,	the	aggregate	fund
liability	for	all	judgments	and	settlements	made	in	any	fiscal	year	against	a	resident	or
nonresident	inactive	healthcare	provider	shall	not	exceed	three	times	the	coverage	amount
in	subsection	(a).
