2021 Kansas Statutes

46-277. Intent required for act, action or conduct to constitute violation. No act, action or conduct of
any person shall constitute a violation of this act which is actionable by complaint before
the commission, or by criminal complaint, unless such act, action or conduct is intentionally
violative of a provision of this act or intentionally violative of more than one provision of
this act.
