2021 Kansas Statutes

59-811. Same; severability. If any word, phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, subsection or
section of this act be adjudged unconstitutional or void, such adjudication shall not affect
the remainder of this act, and it is hereby declared to be the intention of the legislature that
it would have enacted the remainder of this act with such word, phrase, clause, sentence,
paragraph, subsection or section omitted.
