2021 Kansas Statutes

73-203. Ex-servicemen or their widows and orphans to be retained in making reduction in employees. In
making any reduction of force in any of the departments, cities or towns of this state, the
officers of such department, city or town shall retain those persons who may be equally
qualified who have been honorably discharged from the military or naval service of the
United States, and the widows and orphans of deceased soldiers and sailors.
