2021 Kansas Statutes

74-2110. Persons on highways to obey signals and directions of patrol members. It shall be the duty of
the operator or driver of any vehicle, pedestrian or rider of any animal traveling upon the
highways of the state to stop on signal by any member of the patrol and to obey all
reasonable signals and directions in order that traffic may move with safety and dispatch.
