entitled	to	receive	participating	service	credit	for	employment	with	his	participating
employer	for	the	period	January	9,	1962,	until	April	23,	1965.	Said	employee	shall	also	be
granted	prior	service	credit	with	all	participating	employers	for	all	service	prior	to	January
