misdemeanor,	and	upon	conviction	shall	be	subject	to	a	fine	of	not	less	than	$100	nor	more
than	$1,000	for	each	offense.	Any	person	convicted	under	this	section	shall	be	ineligible	to
obtain	renewal	of	a	license	as	a	licensed	municipal	public	accountant.
