2021 Kansas Statutes

80-901. Parks or cemeteries; establishment. Any municipal township in any county in the state is
authorized to provide and secure to the inhabitants thereof, either by purchase or by
acquisition, from any person or persons, or from any cemetery organization, corporation or
association of persons already in existence, a park or parks or a cemetery or cemeteries, or
both such park or parks and cemetery or cemeteries within such township in the manner
and form hereinafter designated: Provided, That nothing in this act shall be construed to
restrict or modify other public cemetery acts.
