The House Education Committee met jointly with the Senate Education Committee to hear from the
Milkin Foundation Recipients. Chairman Tanner caled on Dae Dennis, Deputy Education
Commissioner, to introduce the recipients.

Mr. Dennis commented on the pleasure the students and others experienced upon learning of their
principa or teacher winning the award. He asked each recipient to give afew brief remarks.

Each recipient gave a short biography of hislife and career and gave a statement abouit their philosophy on
education.

The committee paused to give the Senate Education Committee time to adjourn to its standing committee
room.

Representative Tanner then wel comed Representative Henry Helgerson to the podium to present the
Democrat educeation reform proposals. (Attachment 1) Representative Helgerson stated that education is
and should be about the kids, not about party politics. He believes that we should take care of the basics,
such as financing and funding educationd programs, fird. He suggested that funding for school finance
should be put into the statutes because the Satutory items are dways taken care of first in the governor's
budget. He stated that we must pay specid attention to Special Education and demand that the federal
government live up to its commitment to fund Specid Education a 40%.
