The Chairman called Jason Thompson, Revisor of Statutes Office, to provide information regarding the
changes discussed previously on Substitute SB 89. He discussed a balloon amendment that changed the
distribution of any money recovered in litigation relating to the Republican River compact; added the
phrase, “compliance projects” in Section 1, line 29; and added language similar to that established
previously for allocation of money received from Colorado for Arkansas River compact violations to the
interstate water litigation fund (Attachment 1). Members discussed technical changes. Mr. Thompson will
revise the bill with the technical changes as discussed.

The Chairman called for consideration of SCR 1606 - Animal Health Corridor. Representative Svaty
moved to pass the bill favorably and place it on the Consent Calendar. Representative Moxley seconded the
motion. The motion passed. SCR 1606 will be read into the Consent Calendar today.
