Hearing on: SB 474 - Controlled shooting areas; field trials

The Chair welcomed Chris Tymeson, Chief Legal Counsel, Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks, who
spoke as a proponent of SB 474 (Attachment 1). He said the Department supports the provisions of the bill
with the amendmentsto K.S.A. 32-919 and K.S.A. 32-954. Mr. Tymeson indicated the duplication of permits
requires personnel to do additional paper work and seems redundant to require field trial participants to have
either a regular hunting license or a controlled shooting area hunting license.

Mr. Tymeson said the Department has concerns regarding the implications of litigation surrounding the
language of the prairie dog issue. He suggested striking the language or, as an alternative, requiring non-
residents to have a hunting license. In answer to questions, Mr.Tymeson said no license is required for
property owners to shoot prairie dogs. In a discussion of the possibility of poisoning prairie dogs he said
permits must be acquired to use phostoxin; no permit is necessary for using rozol. He assured the committee
that property owners are allowed to hunt and track on their own lands without a license.

The Chair closed the hearing on SB 474.
